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Brisbane conference accounts have now been
finalised, and the Conference Committee is to
be congratulated for the excellent result — a
profit of $98,000. Part of this goes to the New
Zealand Library Association, joint organiser of
the conference. The E.D. stressed the impor-
tance of using the excess to consolidate the
Association’s financial position rather than
regarding it as readily available money for
spending particularly as it is not yet possible
to predict what effect the 5% personal fee re-
duction and unlimited ‘voucher only’ mem-
bership will have in 1985.

Educational Trust Fund

The nature of this fund makes it very difficult
to invest and use monies held. After seeking
legal advice, Council has decided to take steps
to dissolve the Trust Fund and transfer the
capital to a more readily accessible form of in-
vestment. No change is proposed to the na-
ture or use of the fund — it will continue to be
used for LAA Study Grant Awards and the
Metcalfe Medallion, and other educational
purposes that might be identified by Council
and the Board of Education. (GC 45/85)

Membership

There was a drop of 166 financial members in
the year to 1 March, a most disappointing re-
sult for a biennial conference year. Council’s
$500 prize for the first Branch to reach its tar-
get of a 7.5% increase was not awarded, but
Peter Maskell of WAIT and James Henri of
Riverina-Murray Institute of Higher Educa-
tion win LAA publications for nominating the
most new members for the year (14 and 13
respectively). A target of 5% has been set for
1985, again with a prize of $500, and Council
has asked each Branch to appoint a recruit-
ment officer as a step towards reversing the
decline. (GC 49-51/85) It has also accepted the
offer of the Vice-President, Ian McCallum, to
examine the situation and recommend a plan
of action to attract members.

Formation of divisions

Council has approved the formation of a
national TAFE Section, and a Northern Terri-
tory Group of the Library Technicians Sec-
tion. (GC 55 & 56/85) Members working in
TAFE feel that there is a need for a separate
Section to promote the needs and interests of
this area, and to co-ordinate and disseminate
information at a national level. Bernice Bur-

gess of Bankstown College of TAFE is the In-
terim President of the Section, and members
wishing to join should contact the LAA office.

Reciprocal membership benefits

for NZLA members

Council has approved an NZLA proposal that
financial personal members of the NZLA be
able to purchase LAA publications at member
rates, provided reciprocal rights are offered to
LAA members. (GC 59/85) Further details of
this agreement will be reported once negotia-
tions with NZLA are finalised.

Course recognition procedures

After an examination of course assessment
procedures of state higher education boards,
and in the light of a conjoint LAA/WAPSEC
visit to Western Australian CAE in 1984, the
Board of Education has decided that the
Board’s assessment panels will undertake fur-
ther conjoint visits where circumstances are
appropriate. Such a visit is proposed at Bris-
bane CAE later in the year. The Board is to in-
troduce a two phase recognition process.
Stage 1 will be a new course appraisal, for
courses not previously assessed by the LAA,
and will be an assessment of course documen-
tation only. Stage 2 will be the same as the
current on-site assessment of courses in train.

1988 IFLA Conference and
1988 LAA Biennial Conference

The committee systems for the two confer-
ences have now been drawn up, with sepa-
rate committees for finance, program and
publications, but joint bodies for all other
areas. Appointment of a conference organiser
is now a priority, and the position is to be ad-
vertised shortly. A separate organiser will be
appointed for the trade exhibition. A detailed
budget for the IFLA Conference is being pre-
pared. The Biennial Conference Committee is
to hold a brainstorming session on 29 April to
seek ideas about the program and format of
the 1988 LAA conference.

Metcalfe Medallion winner

Averil Condren, a 1984 student in the Diploma
of Information Management — Archives
Administration at the University of NSW, is
the first winner of the Metcalfe Medallion. Her
entry, entitled ‘The finding aid as Duke of
Omnium: a standard to fail by’ was the unani-
mous choice of the selection panel, and it is
hoped it will be published by the Association.

Recognition of Riverina courses

Council has endorsed the Board of Educa-
tion’s recommendation that courses offered
by Riverina-Murray Institute of Higher Edu-
cation be recognised by the Association. The
Bachelor of Arts (Library and Information
Science) and Graduate Diploma in Library
and Information Science have been granted
unlimited recognition (subject to normal re-
inspection procedures) and the Graduate Dip-
loma in School Librarianship has been
recognised to 31 December 1987. (GC 64/85)

Michael Middleton elected to

Board of Education

Michael Middleton of the University of NSW
has been elected a member of the Board of
Education and Board of Examiners by the
Professional Committee of General Council.
His term of office is from 1 May 1985 to 30
April 1988.

Continuing Education

Council was advised that the first run of the
tendering process for CE has been fairly suc-
cessful, with fourteen tenders accepted cov-
ering all states and the ACT. The Northern
Territory Branch requested. deferral of pro-
grams at this stage. The CE Committee has
prepared guidelines and documentation for
1986 tenders, and notices will appear shortly
in InCite.

Library Workforce Standing

Committee

Council has approved revised terms of refer-
ence for the Committee and Dr Patricia Lay-
zell Ward has been seconded as a corre-
sponding member. (GC 67 and 68/85)

Review of National Book Council
The NBC is reviewing its constitution and
structure. Frances Awcock, representing the
LAA as a constituent body of Council, has
made a submission on the LAA’s behalf pro-
posing changes to the Governing Council and
to the structure of state branches.

Honorary Awards

The Honorary Awards Committee has made
recommendations for the award of the H.C.L.
Anderson and Redmond Barry Awards.
Details are in this issue of InCite.

The Library Services Administrative
Unit of the Division of Library Ser-
vices, and Head Office Library will re-
main in the Central Square Building,
323 Castlereagh Street, Sydney.
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Nineteenth-Century Legal Treatises is a comprehensive
collection of over 10,000 American and British works selected from the
world’s foremost libraries to provide a major source of legal history.
