Multicultural Communities: Guidelines for
Library Service will provide a landmark in the
international work being carried out by the
IFLA Section of the Library Service to Mul-
ticultural Populations.

The Guidelines attempt to define what is
required of librarians providing library serv-
ices and materials in societies of mixed ethnic,
linguistic and cultural makeup. It is hoped the
Guidelines will be of use to those beginning to
respond to today’s changing populations and
that they will provide standards for improve-
ment in the quality of service already
established.

The Guidelines were compiled by Australian
librarians Derek Whitehead and Anne
Holmes, in consultation with members of the
IFLA Section of Library Services to Multicul-
tural Populations. They have been developed
from Standards published in 1982 by the
Working Group on Multicultural Library Serv-
ices of Victoria, and since adopted by other
Australian states.
