That ALIA/ASLA develop and promul­
gate statements on the role of the teacher- 
librarian and the role and functions of 
school libraries to the State education and 
non-government education authorities 
and teacher training institutions.

For 1989-90 the total budget outlay is $43.051m. The net appropria­
tion from the Government, $33.744m, is up $5.915m from the 
previous year.

The breakdown of the budget is:

The Federal Government has 
provided $1.25m over 4 years 
for the National Sports 
Information Centre at the 
Australian Sports Commission 
to be expanded.

The acquisition budget is an increase of 6.3% over the previous 
year to allow for inflation.

New policy proposals of $2.75m have been approved; these 
consist of $1.45m for an integrated library management system, 
$l.lm for public facilities improvement on the ground floor, and 
$0.2m for a feasibility study of a warehouse/document delivery 
facility.

LIBRARY OF 

AUSTRALIA 
REVIEW ....

This was released on 19 
October with a covering letter 
from the Director-General, 
copies being sent to State and 
Territory librarians, university 
librarians and a number of 
others. The Review was 
initiated in April 1988 and went 
to the Minister in December 
1988. It was carried out by a 
team consisting of Mr D. 
Gascoine (Department of Arts, 
Sport, the Environment, 
Tourism and Territories), Mr P 
Pharaoh (Department of 
Finance) and Mr D. Toll (NLA).

The National Library Council 
is in broad agreement with the 
thrust of almost all of the 
recommendations in the 
Review and will be 
discussing a detailed report on 
action to be taken about each 
recommendation at its next 
meeting.

The Review is generally 
supportive of the National 
Library, as the following extract 
from paragraphs 1.27 and 1.28 
shows:

‘Ingeneral (but with some 
qualifications set out below) the 
operations of the National library 
are conducted in a reasonably 
efficient and effective way within 
the terms of the Library’s goals 
and objectives. From our observa­
tions we believe that the tasks are 
appropriately defined and are 
understoodby staff and that the 
work is diligently
performed. ’
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
