A D VAN CES IN C O M P U T E R  netw orking and the affordable price and 
ease o f use o l desktop workstations have changed the scholarly 
publication and com m unication processes lor ever. D ocum ents can now 
be searched and full text accessed electronically, m odified to suit the 

academ ic program  (with copyright clearances) and printed on dem and. Scholars, 
publishers, librarians and other stakeholders in this process have differing views on 
the future o f inform ation services to the academ ic com m unity  in this new 
technological environm ent.

U C R L S w ill host a one-day pre-conference workshop in A lbury on Sunday,
27  Septem ber to explore some o f the issues involved. Jam es M ichalko , the President 
o f REG and advocate for using the new technologies more effectively in scholarship 
and research, w ill be the keynote speaker. Publishers, academ ics, librarians and 
com puting support staff w ill give their perspectives. This stim ulating sem inar will 
raise m any issues o f concern to librarians as they position themselves in the new 
environm ent.
