I t seemed no time at all before 

Australian Library W eek was 
upon us yet again. Libraries from 
around the Territory were able to 
take a small diversion from the 
excitement of the opening of the 

new Northern Territory Library, not 
to mention the hiatus of the Euthana­
sia debate. W ith Parliament House 
and the Northern Territory library 
being located in the same building, 
involvement of library staff was cer­
tainly first hand!

The Darwin Public Libraries and 
Information Service took this oppor­
tunity to launch their CD-RO M  net­
work. A va ilab le  for public access

through a PC network, it includes 
some of the latest and most up-to-date 
reference tools. Encarta 95, Austra lia  
through tim e, Yearbook A ustra lia  95, 
A u stg u id e  and A u stro m  are some of 
the titles available. Demand and use 
by students is high, and the multi-me­
dia format of some of the resources is 
a great incentive for library clients to 
sit and browse, particularly for parents 
who don't have the exposure to the 
new technology that students have. 
Launched by Alderman Bob Elix, the 
focus of the network is on high qual­
ity reference tools, for use by staff and 
clients alike.

From tablet to terminal
M ajor exhibition launched during Lib rary  W eek

The lure of cyberspace 
brought an overwhelming 
public response last month 

at the State Library of South Austral­
ia’s Destination Information activities.

The Library staged free, big- 
screen Internet demonstrations in its 
lecture theatre throughout Austral­
ian Library Week. These were sup­
plemented by direct public access to 
the Internet and multimedia CD- 
ROMs on a bank of PCs, with li­
brarians on hand to navigate.

The ‘surf the 
net’ PCs also 
formed part of a 
major exhibition, 
From tablet to ter­
minal[ which was 
launched during 
the week by the 
Chairman of the 
Libraries Board, 
M r Peter Wylie. 
By using graphic 
images, treasured 
historic materials 
from the library’s 
collections and 
significant his­
toric and contem­
porary items of 
machinery and 
hardware, the ex­
hibition traces 
the history of re­
corded informa­
tion and the 
impact of chang­
ing technology 
on public access 
to information. 

The library’s 
public programs unit, which co­
ordinated the events, was inundated

and bookings for the Internet sessions. 
All sessions were booked out well in 
advance with additional demonstra­
tions being arranged to meet the de­
mand.

The library was delighted with the 
diversity of people who chose to par­
ticipate in the sessions. People of all 
ages came along, there was a good mix 
of men and women, quite a few busi­
ness leaders, a number of managers of 
media outlets, people from commu­
nity organisations, public servants and 
private sector employees from many 
industries.

Mrs Awcock said the Library was 
already taking advance bookings for 
future Internet demonstrations.

In an interesting ‘time warp’ con­
trast to the Internet demonstrations, 
the State Library of South Australia 
has also been holding working demon­
strations of the State’s first printing 
press —  the Stanhope Press, which 
also forms an integral part of the exhi­
bition. Operators of the press, Michael 
Talbot and Jenny T onkin, are produc­
ing free keepsake prints for onlookers 
to the lunchtime demonstrations 
which are being conducted through­
out the 8-week exhibition.

T his fascinating piece of machin­
ery is significant in the history of 
South Australia, having printed South 
Australia’s first newspaper, the South 
Australian gazette and colonial register.

Mrs Awcock said the demonstra­
tions of both forms of technology have 
provided exciting dimensions to the 
From Tablet to Terminal exhibition.

Together they tell the story of the 
technological breakthroughs, the in­
creasing speed of recording and repro­
ducing information and the greater 
dissemination of information that re­
sulted. ■

A lice Springs public library, cur­
rently in the throes of extending their 
library, held their own book sale. As 
part of the library extensions, a 
parenting room has been included 
adjacent to the children's area. The 
parenting room serves as a private 
and quiet retreat for parents and 
young children, with proceeds of the 
book sale being used to equip the 
area with appropriate furniture and 
facilities (in liaison with the local 
Nursing Mother's group). It is antici­
pated that the extensions w ill be 
completed by early July.

Various other libraries organised 
displays on the theme, as well as 
conducting storytelling activities for 
ch ildren . So proving ALW  is alive 
and well in the top end.
