H ow eve r, the third w as in 
the Institu tional A w ard s category  for 'se rv ­
ices to A ustra lian  students' and w as w o n  
jo in tly  by the U n ive rs ity  o f Q ueens land  L i­
brary for its 'C y b ra ry ' subm ission  and the 
U n ive rs ity  of Tasm an ia  for its Student C e n ­
tre.

U n iv e rs ity  o f Q u ee n s lan d  lib rarian , 
Jan in e  Schm id t, w as honoured to accep t on 
b eh a lf o f the lib ra ry  this aw ard  of e x ce l­
lence , w h ic h  recogn ises outstand ing  
ach ievem ent in services that benefit students 
and the com m u n ity . 'It is a great tribute to 
the qu a lity  of our staff and facilities that w e  
can p rovide such a good se rv ice ,' she said.

The w inn ing  entry detailed how  the U n i­
versity o f Q u eens lan d  C yb rary  works, dem ­
onstrating  that students can  choose  the 
space, the p lace , the pace  and the tim e in 
w h ic h  to w o rk  and  d is co ve r shortcuts to 
scholarsh ip .

The U n ive rs ity  of Q u een s lan d 's  Cybrary 
- A ustra lia 's  first -  integrates state-of-the-art 
inform ation techno logy w ith  traditional serv­
ices to create a 'v irtua l lib ra ry ' in a 'w ired  
un ive rs ity '. From  any  of hundreds of high- 
end Pen tium  com puters w ith in  the lib rary, 
and day  and night from hom e or office, stu­
dents can  exp lore the w o rld  of inform ation 
as they w ish .

There is access to lecture notes, reading 
lists, past exam  papers, W ebC T  work-book 
programs, the library catalogue, the internet, 
university  handbooks, as w e ll as general re­
search  and in fo rm ation  skills tips, all from 
the easily navigab le Cybrary Hom epage. Stu­
dents can  also conduct standard lib rary re­
quests such as extending loans and reserving 
m aterial e lec tro n ica lly .

The C yb ra ry  is an ind ispensab le , in te ­
grated approach  to meet the inform ation de­
m ands of life- long learn ing  and problem - 
based teach ing . It is a pow erfu l support for 
flex ib le  learn ing  and enh ancem en t to flex ­
ible teach ing , and has been sp ec ifica lly  d e ­
signed for first-time university  students.
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The U n ivers ity  of Q u eens lan d  L ib rary is 
the state's largest, w ith  thirteen branch librar­
ies contain ing 1.8 m illion  volum es, includ ing 
11 000 videos, 20 000 journal titles, ex ten ­
sive m icroform , m u ltim edia , digital and p ri­
m ary source collections. Stretched from end- 
to-end the co lle c tio n s  w o u ld  reach  from 
Brisbane to the G o ld  Coast.

H o w e ve r , M rs Schm id t said that bigger 
did not necessarily  m ean better for students, 
as the lib rary size cou ld  be qu ite confusing.

'The  C yb ra ry  w as d eve lop ed  to rem edy 
this situation,' she said. 'The library has taken 
a leadership  role in app ly ing  this innova tive  
ap p roach  to address the real needs o f stu­
dents in the 2 1 st cen tu ry . W e  have w o rked  
co llab o ra tive ly  w ith  students and teachers to 
deve lop  and refine the C yb rary  as n ew  pos­
sib ilities open .'

Students have been qu ick  to take a d va n ­
tage of the system w ith up to 20 000 'hits' on 
the hom epage  e v e ry  day.
