
Cheaper books and 
computer software
A ustralian consumers and small businesses can  expect 

lower prices for books, periodical publications, printed 
music and com puter software products as a result of 

legislation introduced into Federal Parliament earlier this year.

M on itoring  by the Australian Com petition and Consum er 
Com m ission  (A C C C ) over the last ten years shows that A us­
tralian businesses have had to pay an average of 27 per cent 
m ore for packaged  business software than their overseas 
com petitors. Australia 's sm all businesses also have  to w a it 
longer than their overseas counterparts for software.

Analysis by the A C C C  found that consumers often pay too 
much for books and software. This legislation w ill help consum ­
ers, small business and the education sector by producing lower 
prices and greater opportunity to source and sell stock.

The C opyrigh t A m endm ent (Pa ra lle l Im porta tion ) B ill 
2001, curren tly  before the Parliam ent, w ill rem ove existing 
restrictions on the parallel importation of com puter software 
products (in clud ing  popular applications for w ord  process­
ing, database m anagem ent and graphical analysis, popular 
conso le  and PC  games, v ideo  arcade games and C D - R O M s).

It w ill also a llow  the importation of books, periodical pub­
lications such as journals and magazines, sheet music and e lec­
tronic versions of these products. This means that Australian 
businesses w ill be able to import for com mercial purposes cop ­
ies of these products produced legitimately overseas, w ithout 
obtaining the permission of the Australian copyright owner.

Contrary to claim s m ade by opponents o f the legislation, 
the rem oval of parallel import restrictions w ill not lead to an 
increase in piracy. Australian-produced software w ill still be 
fu lly  protected under the D igital Copyright regim e. Para lle l 
imports are not pirated goods. They are genu ine goods le­
ga lly  sold in the country of export with the perm ission of the 
cop yrigh t ow ner. A llo w in g  para lle l im portation  does not 
m ean that it w ill be legal to import pirated products. ■
