Roxanne Missingham has been 
elected vice-president (presi­
dent elect). She w ill take up 

the presidency in 2007, holding of­
fice until the 2008 AGM.

Helen Partridge and M iche lle  
Brennand were elected as directors 
by the membership at large; Philip 
Keane was elected director by the 
institutional members of ALIA. Their 
terms on the ALIA Board of Directors 
w ill run until the 2008 AGM.

Ballot papers distributed: 4789 to 
members, 852 to institutional mem­
bers. The ballot count was conducted 
by the Australian Electoral Commis­
sion.

• Vice-president: 996 formal ballot 
papers were received, with Kevin 
Dudeney gaining 1 77 votes, Anne 
Horn 267, and Roxanne Missing- 
ham 552.

• Directors elected by the member­
ship at large: 811 formal ballot 
papers were received. Marian 
Morgan Bindon received 241 first 
preference votes. Rebecca Evans

received 228 first preference 
votes. Philip Keane received 345 
first preference votes and a total 
of 482 votes following the distri­
bution of preferences. Helen Par­
tridge received 459 first preference 
votes, with a total of 620 votes, 
Michelle Brennand received 349 
first preference votes, with a to­
tal of 502 votes; these candidates 
were declared elected. (Exhausted 
votes 18; total votes 1622)

• Directors e lected by the institu­
tional members: 149 formal bal­
lot papers were received. Rebecca 
Evans received 15 first preference 
votes. The 50 first preference votes 
for Helen Partridge and the 1 7 for 
Michelle Brennand were distrib­
uted as they had been previously 
elected. Marian Morgan Bindon 
received 22 first preference votes 
and 68 distributed votes. Philip 
Keane received 45 first preference 
votes plus 77 distributed votes and 
was declared elected. (Exhausted 
votes 4; total votes 149). ■
