BE it enacted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, the Senate, 
and the House of Representatives of the Oommonwealth of 

Australia, as follows :-
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1.-(1.) This Actmay be cited as the Australian Soldiers' Repa­
triation Act 1922.

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(2.) The Australian Soldiers' Repatriation Act'1920-1921 is in 
this Act referred to as the Principal Act. 

(3.) The Principal Act, as amended by this Act, may be cited as 
the Australian Soldiers' Repatriation Act 1920-1922. 

2.-(1.) Section seven of the Principal Art is amended by inserting 
in sub-section (2.) thereof after the word" and" (second occurring) 
the words" may acquire hold and dispose of real Itnd "lJersonal pro­
pertyand shall be". 

(2.) This section shall be deemed to have commenced on the· date 
of the commencement of the Australian Soldiers' Repatriat·,on Act 
1920. 

3. Section twenty-two of the Principal Act is amended by adding 
at the end of the definition of "Pension" the words "and includes 
the amounts and allowances specified in the Fifth Schedule to this 
Act ". 

4. Section forty-four of the Principal Act is repealed and the 
following section inserted in its stead :-

"44.-(1.) Any person who-
(a) makes, either orally or in writing, a false or misleading state­

ment in, or in connexion with, or in support of, anyappli­
cation for pension;

(c) obtains payment of any pension or instalment of pension

(d) makes or presents to the Minister or the Commission or to 
any officer doing duty in relation to this Act or the 
Regulations, any statement or document which is false 
in any particular, 

shall be guilty of an offence. 
Penalty: Fifty pounds or imprisonment for six months.

in addition to the penalty imposed for the offence, be ordered to repay 
to the Commission any amount received by him byway of pension in 
consequence of the act in respect of which he was convicted. . 

" (3.) In any proceedings for an offence against this section the 
burden of proving the truth of the statement in respect of which the 
proceedings have been instituted, or the genuineness of the document 
presented, shall rest on the person accused. 
. "(4.) Proceedings under this section may be taken before a Court 

of summary jurisdiction, and may be commenced at any time within 
three years after the commission of the offence.".

receiving treatment for a short period" ; and
