during the continuance of their appointment, be Peace Officers under 
this Act. 

Rega)atlollll. 9. The Governor-General may make. regulations, not inconsis-
tent with this Act, prescribing all matters which by this Act are required 
or permitted to be prescribed, or are necessary or convenient to be 
prescribed for giviilg effect to this Act, and in particular-,-

(a) for the general government and discipline of Peace Officers; 
(b) providing for the protection of Peace Officers in respect of 

any acts done in pursuance of their duties or in obedience 
to instructions received by them; and 

(c) prescribing penalties not exceeding Fifty pounds or imprison­
ment for a period not exceeding three months for any 
contravention of any regulation.
