An Act to provide for Financial Assistance to
the States in the provision of Relef to
Fruit Growers.

[Assented to 12th December, 1933.]

E it enacted by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, the Senate,
and the House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of
Australia, as follows :—

1. This Act may be cited as the Fruit Growers’ Relief Act 1933. shers tisie.

2. In this Act unless the contrary intention appears— Definition.
“ Fruit growers >’ means growers of apples or pears.

3. Subject to this Act, there shall be granted to each State out of Faymeats o
