Appropriation Act 1920.

2. There shall be payable out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund,
which is hereby appropriated accordingly, for the purposes of the
Trust Account establixhed under the Audit Act 1901-1917 7, aud known
as the Invalid and Old-age Pensions Fund, the sum of Ten million
pounds for invalid and old-age peusions.
