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4. Section 9 of the principal Act (which section:was re-enacted by 
section 6 of the Motor Vehicles Act Amendment Act, 1925) is hereby 
amended as follows :-

(a) by striking out the words" a plate" in the fifth line of 
subsection (1) and inserting in lieu thereof the words 
" two plates" : 

(b) by striking out the words "a trader's plate" in the sixth 
line of subsection (1) and inserting in lieu thereof the 
words" traders' plates" : 

(c) by striking out the word "plate" in the second line of 
subsection(3} and inserting in lieu thereof the words 
" plates" : . 

(d) by striking out the words "a trader's plate" in the fourth 
line of subsection (6) and inserting in lieu thereof the 
words" in the prescribed positions two traders' plates". 

5. Section 45 of the principal Act is repealed.
