WHEREAS it is expedient to raise the Sum of £48,500 by PREAMBLE. 

Debentures, secured upon "The Consolidated Revenue Fund" of the 
Colony of Tasmania, for the purposes of this Act: 

Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and 
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :-

1 It shall be lawful for the Governor to cause to be raised, by the Governor may 
issue and sale of Debentures secured on "The Consolidated Revenue raise £48,500 by 
Fund," in like manner as is prescribed in the Act 20 Victoria, No. 9, Dehentures.
