WHEREAS the piece of land described and set forth in the PREAMBLE. 

Schedule hereto was, with other land, granted to the vVarden, 
Councillors, and Electors of the Muuicipality of Fingal : 

And whereas the said land and the buildings there on being no longer 
required for Municipal purposes, it is expedient to empower the said 
Municipal Council of the said Municipality to sell the said land and 
the buildings thereon, and to apply the proceeds of the sale of such 
land in the manner hereinafter appearing : 

Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and House 
of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :-

is hereby empowered to sell and convey the land set forth and Council may sell;
