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AN ACT to validate the Demands for the AD.1%0s.

‘Land Tax for the Year One thousand nine
hundred and five. [20 October, 1905.]

&" HEREAS an Act to consolidate and amend the Law relating to
the Tax upon Land, the Short Title of which is “ The Land Tax Act,
1905,” received the Royal Assent and became law on the Thirtieth
day of September, One thousand nine hundred and five :

And whereas the Demands for the Land Tax for the year One
thousand nine hundred and five have been issued since the passing of
the said Act, but they have beeun issued erroneously as Demands for the
said Tax under * The Land Tax Act, 1888,” and Amendments, such
latter Act and Amendments being then repealed by ¢ The Liund Tax
Act, 1905 :

And whereas it is necessary and expedient to validate the said
Demands :

" Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Governor of 7Tasmania,
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :—

PREAMBLE,

1 Notwithstanding that the Demands for the Land Tax for the year validation of

One thousand nine hundred and five purport to require payment of the Demands for
amount of such Tax under “ The Land Tax Act, 1888,” and Amend- {*ggg Tax for
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‘ments (hereinafter called * the repealed Acts”), such Demands shall be

deemed to require, and be read as if they required, pavment of the
amount of the Tax mentioned in the Demands respectively under the
provisions of * The Land Tax Act, 1905,” and they shall be deemed
to be regularly and legally issued under the latter Act as if that Act
had been referred to therein instead of the repealed Acts; and wherever
in any such Demand, or in any endorsement thereon, reference s made
to the repealed Acts, or any of them, or to any enactment theréin respec-
tively, such reference shall be deemed to be made to “ The Land Tax
Act, 1905,” or the corresponding enactment in that Act.
