BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative 

Council and House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, 
as follows:-

1 This Act may be cited as the Government Printing Office Short title.

business undertaking under the name of "the Government 
Printing Office".

and personal property and contract and sue and be sued.

(b) in conj unction therewith the business of a printer, 
publisher, bookseller, bookbinder, and stationer.

(3) For the purposes of this Act the Government Printer 
shall be deemed capable in his corporate capacity of contract­
ing with the Crown and with other servants of the Crown 
acting on behalf of the Crown.

(a) for the Crown; and 
(b) only in the manner and to the extent used before 

the commencement of this Act, for public 
authorities, bodies and associations, and local 
authorities. 

5-(1) There shall vest in the Government Printer in 
his corporate capacity all plant, machinery, and stock in trade 
in the charge of the Government Printing Department on the 
thirtieth day of June, 1948.
