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2 Section 2 of the Principal Act is amended by inserting before 
the definition of " award" the following definition:-

" , assistant deputy chairman " means an Assistant Deputy Chair­
man of Industrial Boards appointed under Division H of 
Part H;". 

3 Section 6 of the Principal Act is amended by omitting from 
subsection (8) the words "and the deputy chairman" and sub­
stituting the following words, " , the deputy chairman, and any 
assistant deputy chairman ". 

4 The Principal Act is amended by inserting after section 6 the 
following section:-

" 6A-( 1) The Governor may appoint such number of assistant 
deputy chairmen of Industrial Boards as he may from time to time 
determine. 

" ( 2) An assistant deputy chairman appointed under subsection, 
( 1) holds office for such term and on such terms and conditions as. 
may be specified in the instrument of his appointment. 

" ( 3) An assistant deputy chairman shall be paid such salary and 
allowances as the Governor may determine. 

" ( 4) The salaries and allowances payable under this section, as 
determined for the time being, shall be paid out of the Consolidated 
Revenue (which, to the necessary extent, is appropriated accord­
ingly) .". 

5 Section 7 of the Principal Act is amended-
( a) by inserting in subsection (1) after the words "deputy 

chairman" (wherever occurring) the words "and any 
assistant deputy chairman" in each case; and 

( b) by inserting in subsection (2) after the words "deputy 
chairman " the words "and any assistant deputy chair­
man ".
