(d) by omitting from clause 7 “If’’ and substituting ‘(1)
If’;

(e) by omitting from paragraph (a) of that clause ‘‘the
period”” and substituting ‘‘subject to subclause (2),
the period’’;

(f) by adding at the end of that clause the following
subclause: —

(2) Paragraph (a) of subclause (1) does not apply
to a person who, having held office as Solicitor-
General, has, after the commencement of the
Solicitor-General Amendment Act 1988, received a
payment under clause 5 (1) and has not, within 1
month of becoming a judge, paid to the Treasurer
a sum equal to the payment so received.
