AN ACT to arnend "The Devonport Lighting 1907. 

Act, ~900.H [2:2 November, 1907.] 

WHEREAS the Board of theTown of Devonport, in exercise of the PRE~MBLH. 
nuthotity confel'red upon it by "The IJevonpo'f't Lighting Act, 1900," 64 VlCt. No. 45. 
has fonmtlated a system of lighting for the Town of Dlmonport, and· 
has by special resolution defined as the area to which such system of 
lighting should be applied the area known as West Oevonport described 
in the Schedule to " The Devonpo'f't Corporation Act, 1892" : 

And whereas it is deAirable to extend the application of the said 
system of lighting to East Devonport: 

Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Guvernur of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and 
House of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows;-

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Devonport Lighting Amendment. 

This Act may b.e _ cited as "The Devonport Lighting Act, 1907." 

In this Act, unless the context othuwise determinps--'-
" The said Act" means "The Devonport Lighting Act, 1900": 
"The Board " means the Board of the Town of Devonport: 
" East Devonport means the .. area defined in Schedule (L) of 

this Act. 

3-( I.) The B()ard is hereby empowered to extend and apply the 
system of lighting formulated and adopted by it under the provisions 
of the said Act to East Deno'port. and for that pmpose to take such 
preliminary steps and prepare sui·h surveys, plans, estimates, and other 
particulars as are prescl'ibed in Part I. of the said Act. 

(2. ) Upon completion of the said plt-lIlS, estimates, and pat·ticulars, 
the same shall be deposited at the office of the BO:lrd, and be open for 
inspection by any elector of East Dev;)nport fOl' at least Three weeks 
before a poll is taken as hereinafter provided. Notice of such deposit 
shall be given as prescribed in Part 1. of the said Act. 

4-( I.) The Board may then proceed to take a poll of the electors 
of East Devonport for the purpose of ascertaining whether the Board 
should be permitted to proceed with the extension hereby authorised. 

(2.) If at the taking of such poll a less number than 'Two-thirds of 
the votes shall be in favour of the Board proceeding ,vith such exten­
sion, the Board shall not proceed therewith: Provided, that in the 
eVEnt of there not being the necessarybumber of votes recorded at 
sllch poll in favoll!, of the Board proceeding with the said extension, 
the Board may at any time after the expiration of Three months cause 
another poll to be taken, and so from time to time, until the necessary 
nllmber of votes shall be recorded in favour of the said extension; 
PlOvided, that an interval of at least Three months shall e1!lpse between 
each poll taken under the provisions of this Act. 

(3.) At such poll every elector shall have such number of votes pro~ 
portioned to the annual value (as ascertained by the assessment roll in 
force for the time being) of the property within East Devonport owned 
or occupi~d by him according to the scaleset forth in Section Forty­
five of" The Local Government Act, 1906," and the proceedings at the 
taking of the poll shall~ with any necessary changes, be the sa~e as 
those prescribed by law at an election of councillors 

(4.) The ballot-papers to be used in the taking of every such poll. 
shall be in the form set forthin Schedule (2.) of this Act. . 

(5.) All expenses incurred by the Boatd.in connection with the 
said extension and in connection with the taking of the said poll~ may 
be defrayed as prescribed in Part 1. of the said Act. 

5 In the event of the necessary number of votes recorded at such 
poll being obtained in favour of the said extension, the Board shall 
certify the result of the poll to the Governor, and the Governor shall 
thel~eupon, by proclamation, declare that all the provisions contained 
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in Section Six of this Act shall come into operation on a day to be A.D. 1907. 
Qamed in such proclamation; and on the day so named such provisions 
shall come into operation accordingly. ' 
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6 All powers,' Huthorities, rights, duties, liabilities, and obligations Power:> of t1:e 
confefl'ed 01' imposed upon the Board by the said Act in respect of the Board in East 
area defined by the B:lard under the said Act, save so fal' as the same DevonpOlt. 
are inconsistent with the provisions of this Act, 'are hereby conferred 
and imposed upon the Board in respect of East Devonport; and all 
the provisions of the said Act, save as aforesaid, are hereby incorporated 
with and embodied in this Act for the purpose of carrying out the 
provisions of this Art; and for the better effectuating the purposes of 
this Act and save as aforesaid, the said Act shaH be read and con-
strued as if East Devonport were included in the area defined by the 
BOa/Id under the said Act.
