WHEREAS it is desirable that the Trustees of the Evandale 
Water District should be authorised and empowere~ to borrow and 
expehd a further sum not exceeding One thousand Pounds for the 
purPJse of improving the Evandale Waterworks: 

Be it therefore enacted by His Excellency the Gover-nor of Tasmania, 
by and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and 
House (If Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :-

2 In this Act-
" 'Jihe 'loans Act" means" The Local Public 'Vorks Loans Act, 

) 890," and any amendments thereof: 
" The Treasurer" means the Treasurer for the time being of 

the State: 
<, The Trustees" means the TruRtees of the Evandale Water 

District acting. for the time being under the Principal Act. 

a It shall be lawful for the Trustees to borrow (in addition to any 
moneys already borrowed) from time to time, on the eecurity of the 
rates, funds, revenues and property F.t the disposal of the Trustees, any 
further sum or sums of money not exceeding in the whole One thousand 
Pounds for the purpose of defraying the cost of improving the Evandllle 
Waterworks, and the Trustees are hereby empowf'red to apply and 
expend the said sum or sums of money with the approval of the 
Governor for the purpose aforesaid. 

4 It shall be lawful for the Governor to grant, in accordance with 
the provisions of "The LoaDs Act," except so far as hereby varied, as 
a loan to the Trustees fOI' the purpose before mentioned, on the security 
of the rates, funds, revenues, and property at the disposal of the 
Trustees, any further sum or sums of money not exceeding One thou­
sand Pounds in the whole, and any such sum or sums shall oe defrayed 
out of moneys to be provided by Parliament for the purpose. 

5 The' proviso to Section Two of "The Local Public Works 
Loans Act, 1890," shall not ':lpply to any loan authorised by this Act, 
but before any money is advanced under the provisions of this Act 
an officer of the Department of Public Works, designated by the 
M inister of Lands and Works for the purpose, shall certify by a report 
in writing that he is satisfied with the manner in which the Trustees 
propose to spend the money, and that the work proposed to be effected 
with such muney can in his opinion be completed for the amount 
proposed to be borrowed therefor, and such report shall be submitted 
to and be subject to the approval of the Governor. 

6 Interest at a rate to be fixed and determined by the Governor 
from time to time pursuant to .. The Loans Act," and computed from 
the date of the payment to the Trustees of the First instalment un 
account of the said loan: shall be payable by the Trustees io the 
Treasurer upon th€ said loan until repayment thereof. 

Provided that" 1 he Local Public Works Loan Amendment Act, 
1904," as amended by "The Local Public Works Loans Amendment 
Act, 11:)( 6," shall be read and construed in its application to the loan 
authorised by this Act as if the maximum rate of interest thereuy pre­
scribed were omitted, and as if the words <, Two Pounds" were sub­
stituted for the words ,< One Pound" mentioned in Paragraph 11. of 
Section Two thereof. 

7 Section Thirty-five of the Principal Act is hereby amended by 
omitting therefrom the words" Two Shillings," and by inserting in lieu 
thereof the words" Three Shillings and Sixpence."
