WHEREAS it is expedient to fu her amend The Hobart Town PRBAJ(BLB. 

Water Act, 1860 ;. 24 Vi •. No. 9. 
Be it therefore enacted by His Excel ency the Governor of Tasmania, 

"hy and with the advice and consent of t e Legislative Council and House 
of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows;-

1 This Act may be cited as "The obart Water Act, 1891." Short title. 

2 In this Act ,. the said Act" m ans The Hobart Town Water Interpretation. 
Act, 1860. 

3 The Council is hereby empowered once in every year to make and SubDl'ban Water 
levy separate Suburban W-ater Rates u on and from the occupiers of all Rates. 
houses, buildings, and other premises in such places and districts within 
the limits of the said Act and beyond he City of Hobart, to and in 
which the Council have caused pipes to be laid down and water to be 
brought, according to the annual value f such houses, buildings, and 
premises, and of any land attached and belonging thereto respectively, 
al; shown by the Valuation or Assessm nt Rolls in force for the time 
being in such places and districts respec . vely, as the case may be; and 
each such separate Suburban Water te may be of an amount not 
exceeding the sum of One Shilling an Sixpence in the Pound on the 
assessed annual value of every such hou e, building, or other premises 
as aforesaid, according to the Valuation r Assessment Roll in force tor 
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the time being in such places a d districts respectively, and shall be 
called "The Special Suburban W ter Rate" for the place or district to 
which it relates, assigning to such lace or district a distinctive name: 
Provided, that no occupier of a such house, building, or premises 
shall be liable to the payment of ny Suburban Water Rate unless the 
same are actually supplied with ater for domestic or other purposes, 
or unless the main or other pipe of the Council are laid down and 
properly supplied with water ithin Fifty yards from the outer 
boundary of such premises. 

Every Suburban Water Rate m de by the Council under this Act 
shall for all purposes be deemed to be a 'Vater Rate made by the 
Council under the said Act, and ay be made, levied, and recovered 
in the same manner as such Wat r Rate may be made, levied, and 
recovered.

5 All the prOVIsIons of the sa d Act with respect to the City of 
Hobart shall, save so far as the sa e are inconsistent with the provisions 
of this Act, be applicable to any lace or district mentioned in this 
Act; and this Act and the said A shall, save so far as the same may 
be altered or amended by this Act be read and construed together as 
one Act.
