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AN ACT to authorise certain Surveys for
Railways. [28 November, 1890.]

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of Zasmania, by
and with the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and House
of Assembly, in Parliament assembled, as follows :—

1 It shall be lawful for the Minister of Lands and Works to cause to
be made Parliamentary Surveys and Estimates for the Lines of Railway
mentioned in the Schedule (1.), and Contract Surveys for the Lines of
Railway mentioned in the Schedule (2.), at a cost for each of such
Lines not exceeding the respective sums set forth in the Schedule.

2 It shall be lawful for any person appointed or employed by the
Minister for the purposes of this Act to enter upon any lands, without
notice, to survey and take the levels for the same, and to ascertain and
stake or set out such parts thereof as may be necessary and proper for
the laying out any such Line of Railway.

8 If any person does any of the following things, he shall be liable
to a penalty not exceeding Twenty Pounds :—
Wilfully impedes, hinders, or interrupts any person appointed or
employed under this Act in the performance of any act authorised
hereby :
