3- (l) It shall be lawful for the Minister to cause to be under­
taken, constructed, improved, executed, completed, and carried out the 
various undertakings, works, objects, and purposes mentioned in 
Schedule (1) to this Act at a cost therefor not exceeding in each case the 
amount for the same set forth in the said schedule. 

(2) All the powers and authorities vested in or exercisable by the 
Minister under or by virtue of Section Eleven of" The Hydro-Electric 
Purchase Act, 19] 4," 01' under ,. The Complex Ores Act, 1909," and 
the amendments to s!lch Acts, in relation to the construction, execution, 
01' completion of the H ydro-Electric Works referred to in Section Eleven 
aforesaid, shall extend and apply to the undertakings, works, objects, 
and purposes mentioned in Schedule (I) to this Act, and the under­
taking, constructing, improving, executing, completing, and carrying 
out thereof.
