WHEREAS, in order to encourage and facilitate the construction and PREAMBLE. 

maintenance of Mills and other Manufactories, and also the irrigation of 
Land, it is expedient to enable the Governor in Council to grant, for any 
such' purpose, to any person the right of making and maintaining 
Watercourses across land reserved for the use of the public along the 
margin of any river or stream: Be it therefore enacted by His Excel-
